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Łukasiewicz on causation and causality 
 

ABSTRACT. Łukasiewicz considered the issue of causality twice – when he was at the 
beginning and at the peak of his career. The different philosophical perspectives that 
were characteristic of these periods resulted in the formulation of various concepts of 
causality. This paper presents an analysis of the methods that were used by Łukasie-
wicz, especially the one that he proposed at the early stage of his career, i.e. logical 
concept analysis. It is also pointed out that this method is similar (in some respects) to 
R. Wille’s formal concept analysis (FCA) which was formulated almost 80 years later. 
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
